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BACKGROUND

Born in Riverside, CA and raised on a ranch, Heather Myles grew up with an affection for horses and traditional California country music. Myles quickly became the critics’ darling in 1992 with her debut album Just Like Old Times on HighTone Records. She was at the forefront of the alt-country scene that later blossomed into the Americana genre. Her powerful vocals and clever songwriting married with her love of the West Coast Bakersfield sound and traditional country recalls classic female country singers like Loretta Lynn, Patsy Cline and Tammy Wynette. With 1995’s Untamed, Heather established herself as one of the few female country music classicists that stretches and expands the musical boundaries. In the past decade and today, Myles continues to carry the torch for traditional country music, having worked with such greats as Merle Haggard, Dwight Yoakam, Waylon Jennings and Charlie Daniels.
